        FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q. Why doesn’t Ropetackle generate enough revenue to cover its costs?

A. Because, in common with virtually every similar venue throughout the country, it is not feasible to achieve this from the number of tickets one can sell, even when one adds bar and other income. For more information – see Chairman’s Statement (to the Open Meeting on 4 October) on our website – www.ropetacklecentre.co.uk
Q. If the Centre closes, will campaign donors get their money back.
A. We are registering all donors so that that we can repay donations if the campaign is unsuccessful and the Centre closes. If the campaign succeeds, the donations will form part of our operating revenue.

Q. Will this situation arise again next year?

A. If we are able to get through this crisis, there is a strong likelihood that we will be able to establish a new partnership with the Council, and to obtain Arts Council funding, with the result that we will have a more secure future. 
Q. How long will the campaign continue?

A. We have not put a timescale on it. It is likely to be a matter of weeks, as it is aimed at generating the money necessary to overcome our immediate crisis.
Q. Will donors be acknowledged on our website? And how long will their names remain on the website?
A. The names of those who pay £100 will displayed prominently in the Centre. The names of all donors will appear on our website. The intention is to keep the names on the website for at least the rest of our financial year (to end of June 2012). 
Q. How likely is it that the Council will provide funding?

A. This depends on the outcome of the review which the Council has just set up. We intend working closely with the review panel. Preliminary discussions give us reason for cautious optimism.

Q. What happens if we don’t reach our £20,000 target?

A. We would still have a budget deficit, but depending on the amount raised, we would hope to have sufficient amount to enable us to continue operating, at least, for the period of the review. We would also hope that if that if we raised a significant amount, but still fell short of what we need to resolve the short term problem, we might then get Council help, with the support of the review panel.
